With an appeal to
twisted sexual desires, they lure back into sin those
who have barely escaped from a lifestyle of
deception. "They promise freedom, but they
themselves are slaves of sin and corruption. For
you are a slave to whatever controls you.

Many believe, now I'm saved, so I'm under grace :
so I can do whatever [ want because Jesus got rid
of the law of God. This is called “Hyper-grace”. :

We are under grace. So what did Jesus tell John in :
Revelation to warn the “churches” (the Christians) :
about? Turn to Revelation and read chapter 2
verses 2, 13, 19, 23 and in chapter 3 verses 1-2,
15-16. Jesus said He knows our works! Now
what happens, if the “Christians (born again
believers)” do not repent (ask for forgiveness and
stop their wicked ways)? Jesus tells us read
