Oh, that you may
allow the Word of God to have perfect
victory in your bodies so that they may
be tingling through and through with
God’s divine power!  Divine life does not
belong to this world but to the kingdom
of heaven, and the kingdom of heaven is
within you (Luke 17:21)

is month’s newsletter the Holy Spirit put
the topic of FAITH on our hearts to write
about. Why? If you don’t have this great
faith like the Centurion, in these last of the
last days, how will you make it? While
writing this newsletter a man by the name
of Smith Wigglesworth came to mind. He
was dubbed the “Apostle of Faith.” Smith
Wigglesworth had documented twenty
people raised from the dead! Ref. (Smith
Wigglesworth Devotional page10). Smith
had a favorite saying “Only Believe!”

Some of you or possibly most of you, may
have never heard of this plumber from
England, that God Almighty used in a most
powerful way.

is is why I want to share some exerts  of his
messages, to inspire you to “only believe” and
step out in faith, never doubting that God
can use you to do what He said He will do, In
the same way as God did for Smith
Wigglesworth BECAUSE God is no respecter
of persons!

How wonderful it is to say
with our total will (resolve), “I will be
obedient to God.”  He is such a wonderful
Savior, such a Friend that we can depend
upon with assurance, rest, and complete
confidence.

You must die to the human
spirit, and then God will quicken your mortal
body and make it alive (Romans 8:11).
Without holiness no man will see God
(Hebrews 12:14)

➢But realize (Know that you know in your
very fiber) that “faith is the substance of
things hoped for” (Hebrews 11:1).

With all the faith we have, we are not even so
much as touching the hem of God’s plan for
us. It is like dipping your toe in the water by
the shore, while there is a vast ocean before
you!  God wants us to rise to the crest of the
tide and not keep paddling along next to the
shoreline.
