The Apostle Paul, penned this descrip-

tion of the chaos we are living in today, :

money [impelled by greed], boastful,
arrogant, revilers, disobedient to
parents, ungrateful, unholy and
profane, ’[and they will be] unloving

[devoid of natural human affection, :
calloused and inhumane], irrecon- :

cilable, malicious gossips, devoid of
self-control [intemperate, immoral],
brutal, baters of good, “traitors,
reckless, concezted lovers of [sensual]
pleasure rather than lovers of God,
Sholding to a form of [outward]
godliness (religion), although they
have denied its power [for their
conduct nullifies their claim of faith].

without ceasing, earnestly, with intent.
So, if we think we can pray a prayer
without emotion and feeling from our
hearts to get the LORD to move on
our behalf we are fooling ourselves.

i God wants to hear your heart felt
i fervent prayers. Prayers with a specific

zeal (intense enthusiasm) of what your

. needs are. This is the way I begin my
. prayers with this proclamation; “Lord I
i enter your gates with thanksgiving and

your courts with praise” and then
continue. We also pray in the Holy
Spirit (tongues), as we have received
the promise that Jesus told the disciples
to wait for in Jerusalem, the gift from
the Father, the Baptism of the Holy
Spirit. Many believers have this same
free gift listed in Luke 11:13. If Jesus
believed it was important then we
should be praying daily in the Holy
Spirit as it states in Ephesians 6:18 and
Jude 20. In Romans 8:26 ...for we do
not know how to pray as we should,
but the Spirit Himself intercedes for us.

There are many prayers listed in the
Bible and I will list a few. The first
prayer is called the prayer of FAITH
found in James 5:14-15 (AMP) ““Is
